STANDARDS OF POOL & BEACH USE

Pool Hours are 9:00 am to 10:00 pm daily.

No lifeguard is on duty in the pool or beach areas. Use at your own
risk. El Cantil has no responsibility regarding damages or injury to
the user sustained while participating at, on or in any of these areas.
Proper attire and behavior is required at all times.

Considerate and respectful use of the pools is expected of all users —
please limit yelling, splashing or jumping that adversely affects other
guests.

No diving allowed in any of the pools or Jacuzzi.

No jumping from children’s pools to main pool.

No walking on the Endless Pool Wall over the ocean — it is always
wet and slippery so falls can be expected.

No glass of any kind in the pool or beach areas.

No smoking on the pool deck or in the pool.

Smoking is only allowed on the beach area with wind blowing away
from the pool. All debris is the responsibility of the smoker and is to
be cleaned up upon leaving the area.

Music may be played only if it does not disturb the other guests or
residents using the facilities.

Children under the age of 12 must be directly supervised by their
parent or guardian.

Waterproof pants are required on all infants using the pools.

No dive gear allowed in the pool or Jacuzzi.

Please use gear rinse tanks located at each end of the pool deck for
rinsing dive or snorkeling gear.

After swimming in the ocean or sunning at the beach, please rinse off
using the outdoor shower at the south end of the pool deck before
entering the pool or Jacuzzi.

Sand must be rinsed from feet or body areas before entering the pool
or Jacuzzi. Use either the foot baths or beach shower.

Use appropriate trash or recycle bins to remove any debris when
exiting the pool deck or beach areas.

Pets are not allowed in the pool, pool deck or beach front areas.

The swimming pool, pool deck area or beach front may not be
reserved for private use by any resident at any time.
